Code of Conduct
The Omicron Nu chapter of Tau Kappa Epsilon fraternity located at Florida Institute of Technology presents this code of conduct which should be respected and practiced at all times by all fraters in the chapter in an effort to uphold the dignity and spirit of Tau Kappa Epsilon. 

I. Internal Attitude 

· All fraters are to uphold the constitution and by-laws of the fraternity. 

· All fraters will act accordingly at all TKE meetings and functions. 

· All fraters will not say or do anything that will seriously damage the good standing reputation of a fellow frater. 

· Any and all problems that have the potential of causing friction within the fraternity will be discussed in open council. 

· Attendance and punctuality are stressed at all TKE meetings and functions. 

· Any issue that has been voted on must be accepted and supported by all fraters no matter which way he voted. 

· All fraters will strive for academic excellence. 

· All fraters will be treated with respect and equality regardless of their race, religion, and/or virtues. 

II. External Behavior 

· It is in the best interest of the fraternity that all fraters refrain from arguing in public in order to maintain an image of unity. 

· Any information discussed during a meeting may not be spoken of outside of the fraternity. 

· All fraters will maintain respectable behavior and will be responsible for their actions regardless of their state of mind. This is to be strictly adhered to while wearing TKE letters, pins, badges, or insignias. 

III. Responsibility to Self and Others 

· All fraters will maintain loyalty and respect towards the chapter and the members. 

· It is the responsibility of each frater to ensure that a member or guest does not drive while under the influence of alcohol or any other substances. Guest and members must be furnished with a ride home. 

· Attempts to interfere with any member's relationship with his girlfriend will not be tolerated. 

· There will be a two week "cooling off" period after the break up between frater and his girlfriend. No other member may become involved with the woman until after two weeks are over. The two week period may be extended to four weeks if so desired by the dumped frater. 

· Tact and diplomacy shall be exercised at all times and on all occasions.
