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For a Frater to be Knighted, he must reach the following requirements:

· Maintain a cum. GPA of 2.5 or greater.

· Must have successfully completed 4 semesters of school and be considered a “junior” by Merrimack College.

· Paid all debts owed to the Fraternity.

· Satisfied all Philanthropic requirements of the Fraternity.

A Knight is someone who goes above and beyond the call of duty.  For this reason, Fraters who are nominated for Knighting are expected to:

· Have been a committee chairman or held an office in the Fraternity.

· Have attended at least 1 (one) International Fraternity conference (i.e. RUSH Congress, RLC, Conclave, Leadership Academy, etc.).

· Have held a leadership position in another campus organization other than the Tau Kappa Epsilon Fraternity.

To be considered for Knighting, a Frater must be nominated by another member of the Fraternity during new business of the general meeting.  The Frater will then be reviewed by the MQB to ensure that he fulfills all requirements.  A Frater should not be nominated if he has not done 2 (two) of the above expectations.  Knighting can occur at anytime after the Frater fulfills the requirements and expectations.

To ensure the Frater has carried the respect of the rest of the Chapter and is worthy for this honor a Chapter vote must be taken.   A Frater must receive 2/3 of the vote in order to be Knighted.
